The Parish Council has been notified about a large structure recently erected at The Ark. The Clerk checked regulations with WBC – a large structure can be erected within the cartilage of the property, and although there are restrictions, they do not appear to affect this structure.
The Parish Council has been contacted by NHRA about 2 possible sites for proposed affordable housing development.  Clerk to invite Joanne Richardson, HHRA, to the next meeting to discuss the next stage.
Parking on Main Road outside Little Giants is causing problems for disabled access, and the drive of 15 Main Road has sometimes been blocked.  The Parish Council suggested that the house owners contact the offending car owners and resolve the problem.

Clerk to report potholes on Parsons Close.

Roots are pushing up slabs on the playing field.  Cllr. Roberts to inspect site.

Cllr. McLester reported that changes to the schools Governing Body are required.  Cllr. Maddocks is to retire as Community Governor and be re-appointed a Foundation Governor, and Cllr. McLester is to retire as LEA Governor and be re-appointed Community Governor.  RESOLVED for Cllrs. Maddocks and McLester to resign and be voted back onto the Governing body in new roles.
The last sand and gravel liaison meeting was cancelled due to lack of resources at NCC.
