Alex Stevenson has responded to the Parish Council re: Conservation Area Advisory committees and Conservation Area leaflets, explaining the Borough Council do not operate a committee and the result of these committees elsewhere is not favourable.

Cllrs. suggest waiting until the Leader of the Council and Chief Executive attend a Parish Council meeting and present Grendon parish Councils impressions of the Planning Department at the debate.

Cllrs. discussed the proposed bicycle track, noting the Parish Council is constrained by health and safety recommendations.  An all weather surface on the football playing field would be a more suitable place for children to ride bikes without causing disruption to the Playing Field.
It was felt that as the bicycle track would only benefit a small group of people for a limited time, the Parish Council would be better placed expending money and resources on other projects.
