6. Standing Orders

Start Time – Cllrs. agreed to change the start time of Parish Council meetings to 7.00pm for an open forum for public and press to discuss issues with Cllrs, with the full meeting starting at 7.15pm.  If there are no press or public then the full meeting will commence at 7.00pm.
Freedom of Information Act – Grendon Parish Council formally adopted the Model Publication Scheme for Local Councils.

Planning Meetings – Cllrs. agreed to hold Planning Meetings every three weeks from 6.45 – 7.15pm.  Cllrs. and the public will be able to view any Planning Applications that the Council has received.  If the Council has not received any plans the Planning meeting will be cancelled.  Full Council meetings will be held after every other Planning meeting.
Three Cllrs. will be present at meetings in order to remain quorate, and a rota will be drawn up notifying which meeting Cllrs. will be invited to attend.  At least one representative from the Planning Sub-Committee should be present at each meeting.  If Cllrs. cannot make a given date it is their responsibility to organise another Cllr. to be present on their behalf
Prior to each meeting, Planning Applications will circulate to Planning Sub-Committee members for their observations, before any further observations/objections are made at the Planning Meeting.

The system will be explained, and dates published in the Parish Magazine and on the village website.  Dates will also be displayed on notice boards, and notice of any cancelled meetings will be displayed on the main notice board at the Chapel.

8. Matters arising

Allotment – Mrs Snapes neighbour has asked to be given an allotment when one becomes available.
Bus service to Grendon – Janet Wincott, Public Transport Officer from NCC, came and talked to the public at the Parish Assembly.
Sand and Gravel – Hansons have proposed redevelopment for the Western Extension, excavating 10 areas over a 10 year period, restoring each area after excavation has finished.  They have proposed to redevelop the area running alongside the road towards Cogenhoe to agricultural, and provide islands and woods for wildlife along the river side of excavation.  Lorries carrying spoil will cross the road and enter the quarry, gravel will be transported under the road on a conveyor belt.  Lorry movements are currently half capacity, if the Western Extension goes ahead full capacity will be reached.
9. Members Declaration of Interest
Cllr. Liddle declared an interest in Charities as trustee of two of the village Charities and withdrew from the discussion about Charity trustees.
10. Charities

Cllrs. recommended that the three trustees from The Richard Piper-Coles trust and Charles Markham Memorial trust be appointed as Poors Close trustees.  All agreed.  Clerk to write to trustees.
At the Age Concern AGM it was commented that donations to the older residents of the village had not been made by the Poors Close Charity for two years.  Cllrs. suggested that the Charities secretary should check and publicise the aims and objectives in the Poors Close deeds, as Cllrs. believed the money could be offered to poor and needy residents of the parish, not necessarily the old.
11. Parish Plan
The questionnaire will be printed and distributed by June 10th.  Residents will have two weeks to fill them in.

The Annual ACRE Board Meeting met in Grendon CE Church on May 24th, walked around the village and discussed the Grendon Parish Plan.
