139.1
T15 - Blackmile lane
Clerk contacted NCC regarding the enforcement of the footpath closure at the end of Blackmile Lane.  As there is currently no physical means of keeping vehicles from using the footpath, NCC did not display a closure notice. 
NCC will be installing a series of gates in Strixton and a barrier on Blackmile lane to prevent vehicles using the pathway.  Motor cyclists, walkers and horses will be able to use the footpath.  
139.2 Timber chalet at Top Lodge
The Parish Council wrote a letter of objection to WBC, requesting a site visit.
139.3 Litter and overgrown footpath on Station Road

Grendon Parish Council wrote to NCC about bringing footway along road to Dunkley’s up to standard.  Atkins has replied and would not recommend anyone use this stretch of road as a footway.  To bring footpath up to correct standard would cost a large amount of money.

140. Community Speedwatch

Grendon has been offered dates to take part in Community Speedwatch from 28th June to 9th August 2008.  There are currently 10 volunteers, including 8 Parish Councillors.  

Last year, three volunteers were not able to support the project.  Notices have been placed in the Parish Magazine, but only one parishioner has expressed an interest in receiving training as a volunteer.

Resolved.  Continue with Community Speedwatch. 
Although there are fewer volunteers, Cllr. Goyne suggested the Parish Council needs to demonstrate the project is still an important concern in the village, aiming to do at least the minimum number of sessions.
141. Playing Field Path

Alison Paterson has approached the Parish Council to find out if a path could be made around the playing field for children to ride their bikes or roller skate on.  Clerk to contact Trinity College.
142. Community Safety

Cllrs. Liddle and Warrick completed a safety walk around the village on 22nd April 2008.  They observed repairs are needed to the handrail to the steps from the playing field, and the fence along Parsons Close.  Clerk to obtain quotes.

Applications:-
WP/2008/0111/F – Construction of a single storey pitched roof and changing facility constructed of concrete interlocking tiled roof covering and external face brick at Grendon Sapphires Playing Field, Yardley Road.  Councillors did not object to plans, but made observations relating to the brick colour and lack of detail of plans.

WP/2008/0128/F – Two storey rear extension at 48 Main Road for Mr Harris.  No observations.  Clerk has contacted Felicity Webber following removal of trees from the front garden.
Clerk to contact WBC to find out how new residents are informed of how to manage property if in conservation area or listed building. 

WP/2008/0142/F and 0141/LB – Two storey side extension including alterations to the existing building: replacement of the existing single garage with a double garage in the same location at 80 Main Road for Mr Parkin.  The Conservation Officer has already agreed in principle to the application.  The front elevation on to Main Road should be thatch like the original part of the house, and the garage should be fronted in stone, not brick.  Council to request site visit.
