Allotments - Anglian Water have arranged for a new meter to be fitted.  The Parish Council will then take a number of readings to ascertain amount of water used before Anglian Water amend the disputed bill.
The Parish Council has received a grant for £2,436.72 from the River Nene Regional Parks initiative through NCC, for work on the hedge.

58. Risk Assessment

Allianz expect play areas and equipment to be inspected visually and recorded weekly by a responsible adult.  Cllr. Roberts has designed a form to monitor inspections 

The existing Public Liability Section of the policy would extend to include the legal liabilities of the Parish Council arising from accidents causing bodily injury.  For a claim to be successful, a claimant would need to prove negligence against the Parish Council.  A letter has been sent to Allianz asking to clarify the public liability covers individual councillors.
59. Parish Plan review

The Shop Committee looked at five possible sites for a shop, but the sites were not viable for a number of reasons.

The Half Moon landlord is keen to develop the idea of running a shop from the barn at the pub.  ‘Pub is the Hub’ and Charles Wells brewery will support the project.  ‘Pub is the Hub’ provide grants of half the set up costs, up to £10,000.  They require a petition signed by villagers, which is available through the Village Questionnaire, and a letter of support from the Parish Council.
Cllr. Liddle will obtain a grant application from WBC, and the Parish Council will write a letter to the Half Moon landlord offering support.

60. Emergency Plan review

Cllr. Gillett recommended a copy of the Parish Council Emergency Response Model Plan is given to all Cllrs. to consider up-to-date information for resources, equipment and contacts.  The information will be reviewed at the next meeting.
61. Community Safety

Cllrs. Liddle and Warrick walked around the village and completed a visual safety inspection, noting damaged road signs, overgrown hedges and broken fencing on the playing field.   Details were passed to Clerk for action.
