Cllr Goyne explained that expenditure was steadily going up. The budget would probably have needed to rise by 2/3% but the lower Clerks salary has helped maintain this as last year, the new clerk being on a lower payscale than the previous clerk. Grants received for various projects have helped in the past but in preparing the budget he had assumed that no more of these would be received.  It was also pointed out that the cost for the potential renewal of street lights due to current legislation was difficult to predict.
